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Note: This one is long, however, it is our first one of the year, so, we have some catching up to do. If you are close to retirement, pay close attention to AB 1987 and SB 1425 and run the numbers.

CA AB 1532 Lieu (D): Code Enforcement Officers Amends existing law that defines the term code enforcement officer for purposes of determining the punishment for assault and battery committed against such officer. Defines the term code enforcement officer in the Penal Code as described in existing law without limiting the definition to the context of assault and battery committed against such officer.
CA AB 1605 Coto (D): School Facilities: Plan Review Amends existing law that relates to the design and construction of school buildings to ensure that plans and specifications comply with various structural safety standards. Authorizes a local educational agency to agree to pay an additional fee to the Department of General Services for the department's cost to employ additional staff to expedite its review of that local educational agency's plan. Exempts employees funded by those fees from furloughs implemented by any state agency, board or commission.

CA AB 1693 Ma (D): Building Standards: Code Adoption Cycle Relates to the Building Standards Law. Modifies the code adoption cycle and extends it. Requires the Building Standards Commission to publish the supplements in the intervening period instead of each intervening year.

CA AB 1746 Emmerson (R): Architects: Continuing Education Authorizes the Architects Board to audit the records of a licensee, and requires the board to audit at least 3% of the licensee renewals received each year, to verify completion of the coursework.

CA AB 1964 Torres (D): Mobilehome Parks Act Extends the Mobilehome Parks Act provisions that prescribe requirements and procedures relating to the inspection of mobilehome parks, the issuance of notices to correct violations and the payment of various renewal, registration and operating fees.

CA AB 1987 Ma (D): Public Retirement System Calculation Changes: This bill would generally provide, effective July 1, 2011, that any change in salary, compensation, or remuneration principally for the purpose of enhancing a member's benefits would not be included in the calculation of a member's final compensation for purposes of determining that member's defined benefit. The bill would require the board of each state and local public retirement system to establish, by regulation, accountability provisions that would include an ongoing audit process to ensure that a change in a member's salary, compensation, or remuneration is not made principally for the purpose of enhancing a member's retirement benefits. This means vacation and sick leave sell back cannot count toward your final compensation for retirement purposes.
CA AB 2001 Harkey (R): Building Standards: State Department of Public Health Transfers the responsibilities of the State Department of Public Health regarding the adoption of regulations relating to building standards to the Building Standards Commission.

CA AB 2021 Fletcher (R): Fire Protection: Designated Campus Fire Marshal Authorizes the State Fire Marshal to enforce the building standards and other regulations of the State Fire Marshal on all University of California campuses and properties administered or occupied by the University. Authorizes the State Fire Marshal to delegate that authority to the person of his or her choice for each university campus or property who would be known as the Designated Campus Fire Marshal. Authorizes the Designated Campus Fire Marshal to perform fire prevention inspections.

CA AB 2373 Hall (D): Building Standards: Plans and Specifications Makes technical, nonsubstantive changes to existing law that prohibits an enforcement agency, as a result of construction inspection, from imposing a new or modified building standard different from those specified in the plans and specifications approved during plan checking functions for which a building permit is issued, except as prescribed.
CA AB 2472 Huffman (D): Building Standards: Green Innovation Permit Program Relates to the Building Standards Law. Authorizes a city or county to adopt a green innovation building permit program to promote and facilitate innovation and research regarding environmentally sustainable building materials, methods, and designs net yet considered or addressed in the state's building codes. Imposes certain reporting requirements on the city, county or city and county relating to the scope, design, modifications, administration, and performance measures of the program and permits issued.
CA AB 2512 Blumenfield (D): Seismic Safety: Office of Statewide Health Planning Authorizes the Office of Statewide Health Planning and Development to enter into agreements and contracts that are necessary to carry out various duties regarding hospital seismic safety building standards program.

CA AB 2516 Hill (D): Community Development: Housing Discrimination Revises the definition of discrimination in the Fair Employment and Housing Act to include prescribed requirements relating to multistory dwelling units located in buildings where the closest edge or perimeter of the building is within a half mile of a transit station.
CA AB 2561 Villines (R): Energy: The Energy Commission and Department Transfers various energy related powers, duties, responsibilities, obligations, liabilities, and jurisdiction to, from, and between specified existing and newly created energy planning and conservation agencies and boards. Repeals the Katz Safe Schoolbus Clean Fuel Efficiency Demonstration Program, the Small Business Energy Efficient Refrigeration Program, the State Solar Medallion Passive Design Competition and the Consumer Power and Conservation Financing Authority Act.

CA AB 2563 Emmerson (R): Construction Inspectors Declares the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that would establish minimum qualifications for certification of a professional construction inspector of record pursuant to the Alfred E. Alquist Hospital Facilities Seismic Safety Act of 1983.

CA SB 183 Lowenthal A (D): Residential Building Safety Revises disclosure forms required by transferors regarding the characteristics of the property to provide a seller certification that the property complies with smoke detector, carbon monoxide detector and water heater requirements. Prohibits the sale of unapproved devices. Requires the State Fire Marshal to certify carbon monoxide devices and to develop installation regulations. Requires device maintenance. Applies to dwelling units that are completed or occupied by a specified date.  (Passed on 5/7/2010)
CA SB 1227 Runner G (R): School Facilities: Construction Amends the Field Act which requires the Department of General Services to supervise the design and construction or reconstruction or alteration of any public elementary, secondary, and community college building to ensure that plans and specifications comply with adopted rules and regulations. Transfers those duties to the building department of the appropriate local jurisdiction.

CA SB 1425 Simitian and Correa: Public Retirement System Calculation Changes: This bill would provide that any change in salary, compensation, or remuneration principally for the purpose of enhancing a member's benefits would not be included in the calculation of a member's final compensation for purposes of determining that member's defined benefit. The bill would generally require the board of each state and local public retirement system to establish, by regulation, accountability provisions that would include an ongoing audit process to ensure that a change in a member's salary, compensation, or remuneration is not made principally for the purpose of enhancing a member's retirement benefits.
