· AB 2529; requires the State Architect to publish a fee schedule on its internet web site for individuals seeking certification as a certified access specialist.
· AB 2554; Transfer of certain enforcement responsibilities from local agencies to the State HCD office.
· AB2939; Authorizes a city or county to implement stricter green building guidelines and scoring systems than those permitted under existing law.

· SB1473; This Bill requires the Building Standards Commission by July 1, 2011 to adopt and publish green building standards for both residential and non-residential construction.
