Announcements:  Ken announced the sprinkler class on September 29, and 30th ,  see the website for further. Rick Reid announced a class by Simpson on September 16.  Collect your PDH for the credit. Visit Strongtie.com.
Open Forum:   Rick Reid had a question on brace wall panels with relationship of the next code. Building Official can accept the methods dictated by the CBC.  Richard was impressed with the small, dainty ,handy pocket size of the new California Residential Code book. Mike commented on the carbon dioxide detectors in relationship to the cost of the project.
$1000.00 valuation? Consensus is to evaluate the upgrade for the smoke detector and co2 detector to be based on the value of the work being done, Jeff says ,moving in a new sofa could get you to that $ amount. Kevin mentioned that the sprinkler requirement for S-2 occupancies over 12,000 square ft. is a change from the 2007 code. Maybe more review on the subject. Remain pessimistic and you will not be disappointed. Dan Kaiser asked how many jurisdictions will have the Building Department handle the residential sprinkler requirements as opposed to the fire department doing the duty?  At least 50% of the jurisdictions feel the building department will conduct the business of the residential sprinkler installations.  As of this time the plumbers need a C-16 to install sprinklers. Pex appears to be back on line by the last court hearing for the use of potable water. It appears as though that issue has been un-coiled, and flowing again. Just remember to flush, always flush, please flush.
Treasurer’s Report: Mike Brinkman submitted the Treasurer’s report to the membership. Checking account has $3311.52 the savings account has $33,547.09 and petty cash has $ 105.00  Total - $ 36,963.61 Report was available and a budget summary for 2010. Again, very nicely done. League of California Cities in San Diego will be coming up on Sept 15 through the 17th,CALBO will have a booth there. Emphasis on the importance of certified building officials. Legislation advocacy, and future training opportunities were also discussed.

Correspondence: ISO rating information and reporting has emerged. A rating of 10 is not real great. Then again a rating of 11 is off the charts.

Disaster Preparedness: Dan Kaiser mentioned that jurisdictions need to adopt the two model ordinances by CALBO. One is the Placard Ord. and the other is repair and reconstruction after a disaster to comply with FEMA. These need to be local adoptions. Include these in the code adoption package use the current code requirement dates. Look on the CALBO web site under disaster preparedness. Kevin asked if jurisdictions were using the International Property Maintenance Code for replacement of the Uniform Housing Code for sub-standard residences. Dan said that HCD is not pleased with IPMC and recommend the use of the Health and Safety Code .
Community Project : Rick Reid proposed doing the same program that was done last year as it was very successful.  Motion was presented and second and  passed to do the same as last year with a $1000.00 Budget allocation.
BBQ:  Not a hot topic this time…
Bylaw Changes:  all completed and implemented as revised
Lunch Break:     The bright roadside delight, slightly sautéed in slick 50. Side dish of pork rinds with whip cream.

. Program:  Dan Kaiser: A notable new ADA signed into law with significant impact. The 2010 updated ADA standards effective for Voluntary use in February. Then in 18 mos. It will be mandatory. The provisions of Chapters 11 A, 11B and 11 C would become worthless and the State is researching the prospect of code writing for ADA and just use the Federal regulation. Look for some of the new regulation showing up on plans for projects so retro later will not effect their projects. ADA and ABA scoping technical provisions appear the same. Draw on the boat docks, play grounds etc. will be in the new document explaining how the provisions can be installed. Law suits are already beginning. Service animals are defined as a dog and miniature horses (dog and pony show) ? Organ grinder monkeys will have to continue to work for peanuts. Video remote interpretation can now be used. Some hand signals and gestures need no interpretation. Resort communities will have some exemptions. Time shares that are similar in operation to hotels would fall into ADA requirements.

The State code now has specifics for state requirements. 90 days is the temporary consideration time frame for amusement facilities. Fun house without ADA is still a fun house without ADA.  Once the law is adopted it becomes a standard. Newly constructed golf facilities private or public to be constructed with ADA.  Access and egress for pools and spas my need to have several locations depending on the size. Reach ranges will be changing in the new regulation. Door swing in toilet compartments may swing in under the Federal Regulation. Employee use areas will need to be spaced for ADA adequacy. Accessible routes will not change significantly in California. Federal documents are free on the US Access Boards web-site. Not certain what the final outcome will be with the State documents will actually look like at this time.

Responsibility for enforcement will fall squarely in the lap of the building departments. Opportunity for out-reach programs to help the public understand the requirements of ADA. Building Departments can go from chump to champ with educational tools available to businesses. Program available for use. Associated tax cuts. Detectable warnings may see some changes , and the department of transportation would apply them. DSA is not interested in dropping detectable warnings. Standards by State Law requires warranties the product for 5 years. DSA is slowly working on standards. All this could produce management of the most tremulous hypengyophobic  nature.
