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SB 283- Recycle Water Systems:  Chapter 178 of the 2009 Statutes, Existing law requires Department of Water Resources along with the State Department of Health Services, on or before July 1, 2008 to adopt and submit to the CBSC regulations to establish a state version of Appendix J of the Uniform Plumbing code, design standards to safely plumb buildings with both potable and recycled water systems.  This bill revises the July 1 2008 date to December 31, 2009.  The bill would, commencing July 1, 2011, require the department perform an annual review and update regulations as needed.  This bill is declared to take effect immediately as an urgency statute.
AB 210 – Green Building Standards: Chapter 89 of the 2009 Statutes, was passed and signed by the governor on August 5, 2009.  This bill amends the Health and Safety Code to clarify that the authority for a city or county to enact more restrictive local building standards than in Title 24 because of local conditions, includes green building standards.
AB 1020 – Anti-entrapment devices in Public Swimming Pools: Chapter 267 of the 2009 Statutes, This bill requires an existing public swimming pool to be equipped with anti-entrapment devices or drain systems that meet ASME/ANSI or ASTM performance standards.  On new public swimming pools they will be required to have at least 2 main drains per pump that are balanced and separated at least 3 feet.
