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AB 2050 – Mobilehomes and Manufactured homes.   Requires all fuel-gas-burning water heater appliances installed in new manufactured homes that are offered for sale, rent, or lease, or installed as replacement fuel-gas-burning water heater appliances in existing manufactured homes that are similarly offered, or in used manufactured homes that are sold would be required to be braced, anchored, or strapped to resist falling or horizontal displacement due to earthquake motion. Requires smokes alarms in each bedroom of a manufactured home.
AB 2604 – Developers Fees.  Prohibits a local agency that imposes any fee or charge on a residential development for the construction of public facilities from requiring the payment of those fees or charges for residential units until the date the certificate of occupancy is issued or the close of escrow in jurisdiction that already have adopted a policy to defer collection until that time, whichever occurs later.
AB 2335 – Building Permits.   Relates to existing law that requires every city or county that necessitates the issuance of a permit for the construction or repair of any structure to have the owner complete specific forms and declarations that identify the property and any agents or contractors performing the work and declaring the project complies with various laws. Repeals those separate provisions and creates a single provision that combines the existing forms and declarations.  This bill was passed and signed by the governor on July 3, 2008.  Chaptered by the Secretary of State as Chapter 66 of 2008.
