AB280 is the seismic safety soft-story grant bill that gives authority to access such funding sources as well as provides stipulations as to disbursements of the federal stimulus package dollars. Diana Todd mentioned that the CSLB in May approved the increase of penalty fees to be assessed against contractors doing work without a permit from $200 to $2500 for a first-time offense.  Diana was not sure of the effective date.  It is very important that stop-work notices are issued as documentation in follow-up hearings.  Also, be prepared to testify.  How will this law apply to non-licensees, if at all?  How many times will the CSLB allow the contractors to offend before imposing the $2500?  These and other questions should be answered at our August Chapter meeting.

CODE INTERPRETATION:   Mike Petersen

Mike reported that the first kick-off meeting was a great success!  It was well attended!  Thank you to all the Building Officials who supported this committee and we look forward to a sustained support.  
An IAPMO interpretation was discussed.  This interpretation requires that all restaurants, regardless of size, should meet Table 4-1 for fixture units.  This may be unnecessarily restrictive because it may require separate bathrooms for both men’s and women’s restrooms being provided with two fixtures (water closets/urinals) for the men’s and two water closets for the women’s for any restaurant over an occupant load of ten.  A unisex facility would be acceptable under footnote 16 which allows unisex facility in a restaurant with 10 or less occupants and the total number of employees in four or less.  The IAPMO interpretation seems to create a burden upon the small restaurant with an occupant load from 11 to 49.  The committee will likely present its interpretation to the Chapter at the next Chapter meeting.

Mike would like to have all interested members attend the next committee meeting at 10:00 a.m. at the SOS Club immediately preceding the next Chapter meeting for the continuing development of Chapter-wide uniformity related to the interpretation of codes.

CHAPTER BAR-B-QUE:  Scott Wungluck
Scott Wungluck said that Saturday, August 8th will be the date for this years’ event.  It is scheduled for 3:00 p.m.  The Chapter will provide $1,000.00 to fund the event.  Scott will send out invitations and an RSVP will be required.  It was suggested that any who attend will be encouraged to bring a side dish.  It is highlighted that an RSVP is very important in order to determine the amount of food to purchase.  
NEW BUSINESS: 

It was announced that Mike Brinkman of Precision Inspection is now a Master Code Professional with 22 ICC certificates to his credit.  He is one of only 18 in California that has such a distinction, one of only 500 in the entire United States.  Congratulations Mike!

Richard Graves queried the membership regarding 2007 CBC Section 1105B.3.2 item 4 where medical and dental offices shall be made accessible and shall comply with Section 1109B.  This reference requires that a canopy or roof overhang be installed over a passenger loading zone.  The exception does nothing to disallow such a requirement for a tenant improvement housing a dental or doctor’s office in an existing building.  It was noted that DSA, specifically Aaron Noble, indicated that this was not the intention of the framers of the code to include a covered loading zone for a doctor’s or dental office, although the code language clearly indicates otherwise.  Logically speaking, it could be immensely impractical to install such a canopy or roof into an existing site.  
Dennis Trumbly from Pacific Plan Review and Bill Aiken from Four-Leaf each won a $25.00 gift certificate to Home Depot as a raffle prize.
