Jay Salazar, Chief Building Official for the City of Vacaville, will present a comparison of the new 2010 ADA standards with the current California Title 24 standards found in Part 2, Volume 1 of the California Building Code - Chapter 11B. 
Jay Salazar has taught at Diablo Valley Junior College for fifteen years. He has developed courses in plan review, inspection, structural design, land development, accessibility, critical thinking, and materials of construction. In 2009 he completed the development of, as well as taught, three courses; Energy Fundamentals, Retail Tenant Improvements, and Elderly Care Facilities for the CALBO Training Institute. He has presented CALBO Seminars on Exiting, the CRC, Green Building Code, CBC, CMC, CPC and ADA. Jay has a Bachelor of Science in Civil Engineering (CSU Long Beach 1985), and Masters of Public Administration (University of San Francisco, 1993). He is licensed as a Civil Engineer in California and is CASP certified. He is a recipient of Special Congressional Recognition (2005) for his work in his community and CALBO Training Institute Educator of the Year Award (2007) as well as CALBO’s first recipient of CTI’s Course Development Award (2010).   He is the Building Official for the City of Vacaville.
