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Legislation updates of interest to Building Departments 
New State Laws effective on January 1, 2008
AB 382:  This bill, amoung other unrelated things, amends the Health and Safety Code section 115928 by removing paragraph “c” and adding section 115928.5.  This corrects the requirements established on 2006 by AB 2977. Pool anti-entrapment devices will be required on existing pools when modified under permit. 

AB 715:  This bill amends the Health and Safety Code section 17921.3 to require high efficiency toilets and urinals after January 1, 2014.  High efficiency is defined as 1.28 gallons per flush for toilets and urinals of .05 gallons per flush.  This requirements will be phased in over a period of two years.  

AB 1406:   This bill amends Section 13553 of the Water Code to allow the use of recycled water for the flushing of toilets and urinals in condominiums under specified conditions.

Bills followed that were Vetoed by the Governor

AB 888 & AB 1058:  The Governor’s veto message included the following statement: “building standards should not be statutory.  The Building Standards Commission was created to ensure an open public adoption process allowing the experts to develop standards and periodic updates to the building codes.”  The Governor has directed the Building Standards Commission to adopt green building standards.

The other bills tracked during the year with potential impact on building departments that did not reach the Governor’s desk include AB 722, AB 1096 and SB 747.  These bills are active bills that may be successful in the second year of this two year 2007/2008 legislative session.  

We’ll be tracking these bills and looking forward to the introduction of new bills in February 2008.
