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AB 212: Zero-net energy buildings – This bill would require the commission to adopt, in collaboration with specified parties, building design and construction standards and energy and water conservation standards to require new residential constructions commenced on or after January 1, 2020, or on a date by which the commission determines that the use of photovoltaic technology is cost effective, whichever is later, to be zero net energy buildings. 
CALBO Position: Support, if amended.
AB 234: Federal Stimulus Moneys & Conservation Education Funding – This bill would require the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission, as a part of the implementation of funding received under the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 pursuant the federal State Energy Program and the federal Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program, to coordinate with the Dept. of Water Resources and the State Water Resources Control Board to identify opportunities to fund energy efficiency actions that also may result in reduced water use.  The bill would impose requirements for the commission’s guidelines for disbursement of the federal stimulus funds.  The bill would require that water and energy efficiency programs and projects proceed only to the extent they do not impair the commission’s ability to meet the federal deadlines for expenditure of federal stimulus funds provided by the act pursuant to the specified federal programs.  This bill would declare that it is to take effect immediately as an urgency statute.
